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FINAL EXAM STUDY GUIDE

1) Become familiar with the definitions for “Sin, Actual,” “Sin, Original,” in the Van Harvey Handbook.  Also be familiar with Inbody’s description of Augustine’s concept of sin (pp. 171 – 173).
2) Using the Inbody text and your class notes, be able to name and give a description for each of the six “models of atonement” Inbody lists.  Be prepared to explain which of these models best describes your position (or your faith tradition’s) and why.  (pp. 218-223)

3) Be familiar with the section on Sanctification (pp. 239 – 245).  At what points do the “Calvinist” and the “Wesleyan” position agree on questions of Sanctification?  At what points, and why, do they disagree?  Why does Inbody refer to the “pragmatic difference” as the “best approach” for evaluating the difference between these teachings?
4) Be able to name, and give a description of, each of the four “Marks of the Church.” (pp. 258 – 262)  How does your church (or faith tradition) fulfill each of these marks?

5) Using Van Harvey’s Handbook, the Westminster Dictionary, and Inbody pp. 280 – 285, be able to answer an essay question on the theological differences between sacraments and ordinances.  Why is “sacrimentality” important in the Christian tradition?  What does each (sacrament and ordinance) claim to do?  What don’t they do?  Where are each encountered?  Which of the two best describes the practices in your particular tradition?

6) “How many sacraments are there?” (p. 296)

7) What are the major differences between exclusivism, inclusivism, pluralism, and apokatastasis (universalism)?  Which does Inbody recommend as the best Christian position, with regard to the question of salvation?  Which of these best describes the position of your tradition?  Based on your work in this course, how would you explain to someone in your congregation your agreement (or disagreement) with Inbody’s position?
